Space Junk

There 1s an increasing number of objects in low Earth orbit. A camera, a glove, a hand
tool, even a toothbrush: they are all up there, above the clouds, going around and around the
Earth. There are also thousands of pieces of metal and plastic. (27) Scientists consider
all these objects to be "space junk," and they are a problem.

Since people first launched rockets into space in the nineteen-fifties, we have been
leaving behind all sorts of things. Some of them, like the camera, were lost by astronauts while
they did work outside their spacecraft. (28) E Some things we send into space fall back
toward Earth and burn up in the atmosphere. But larger pieces sometimes survive the extreme
heat and hit the ground or the ocean at great speeds. So, there 1s always concern that something
may fall from the sky and do some harm.

But space junk falling on housetops 1s not the biggest worry. Scientists are concerned
about the "Kessler" syndrome. It 1s named for the American scientist who first thought of the
idea in 1978. Imagine what happens when an empty rocket strikes another while orbiting the

earth. (29) E The pieces get smaller and smaller until they form a cloud of junk that
blocks the path of future space vehicles.

So, what can be done to clean up the space around our planet? Marco Castronuovo, an
[talian Space Agency researcher, has an i1dea. In the publication "Acta Astronautica," he writes
about launching a satellite into space that would get very close to some of the larger pieces of

space junk. The satellite would connect a small rocket to the useless object. When the rocket
explodes, 1t pushes the junk into a lower and slower orbit, nearer the Earth. (30) E

Mr. Castronuovo has proposed using a number of small satellites with robotic arms.
(31) : He mmagines that each satellite would jump from one large piece of junk to
another. He thinks this method could destroy about ten large objects each year.

Scientists have been concerned about space junk for many years, (SZ)D However,
Mr. Castronuovo says his system could be put in place for a much more reasonable amount of
money.

Tips to Avoid Heat Exhaustion and Heat Stroke

A - Stay hydrated

Staying hydrated 1s the key to maintaining a healthy body temperature, particularly during
exercise. Drink plenty of fluids the day before and the day of physical activity. During
exercise, keep a drink handy to replenish those substances you have lost while sweating.

B - Maintain a healthy weight

People who are obese are at much greater risk for heat-related 1llnesses. Carrying excess
weight can affect your body’s ability to regulate its temperature and cause you to retain more
heat. Talk to your doctor 1f you need help managing your weight.

C - Wear Sunscreen

Sunburn affects your body’s ability to cool down and can make you dehydrated. If you must
go outdoors, protect yourself from the sun by wearing a wide-brimmed hat, sunglasses, and
by putting on sunscreen of SPF 15 or higher 30 minutes prior to going out. Continue to
reapply 1t according to the package directions.

D - Be extra careful if you’re sick

Infections such as the flu can cause your body temperature to spike. If you’ve recently
overcome an illness, be cautious about the amount of time you spend outside and spend
exercising for a couple of weeks.

E - Use the buddy system

[f you’re older than 70, you’re more susceptible to heat stroke due to underlying medical
conditions that can affect your body temperature. If you live alone or can’t get around well,
the risk 1s increased, especially 1f your air conditioner breaks. Use the buddy system—iind
a friend or relative who can help when the temperature rises.

F - Mind the temperature and time

Keep 1n mind the time of day you’ll be outside, as early mornings and late evenings are the
coolest times of the day. When you see heat indexes in the high 90s or above, be especially

careful about the amount of time you spend outside.
